Issue:
This bulletin addresses customer concerns of a creak noise emanating from the front
brakes with light brake application, at slow speed, and maneuvering the steering. The
noise can also be heard when coming to a stop in the straight-ahead position with light
or medium braking.
Cause: Front brake caliper to brake pad anchor bracket interface.

Action:
In case of a verified customer concern, clean and grease the brake pad anchor bracket
interface. Follow the procedure outlined below.

1. Remove front brake pads (see Global Technical Reference GTR Workshop
Manual, section: 206-03).

2. Clean and apply grease to the locations shown in Illustration 1, on the anchor
bracket for the front brake caliper.

3. Carry out step 2 on the opposite side front brake caliper.

4. Install front brake pads (see Global Technical Reference GTR Workshop Manual,
section: 206-03).
